What is Lutheran?

Faith doesn't begin with me or my good works, or my ability to please God. Instead, everything starts with
God's desire to love me first.

It's a shattering reversal. Relationship with God is not transactional, like so many other relationships in this
world around us. If you do this, then you deserve this. That is a transactional relationship. That's not how
God wants it to be with us. In Jesus, God gives us everything first, without strings attached. That makes it a
transformational relationship. What was dead is now alive! What was hopeless is now hope-filled! We are
free, free to respond to God's deep, abiding love.

been the owner of the house at 4322 Wakefield Street,
our next-door neighbor, a three-bedroom house with
an attached garage. The house has been part of our
ministry in different ways over the years, and most
recently served as transitional housing as part of a
partnership with The Road Home and the Madison
Community Foundation.

Michael Douglas is an historian and was the site
Director of the Wisconsin Historical Society's Villa Louis
for 30 years. Michael spent 5 post-retirement summers
working as a Park Ranger at Effigy Mounds National
Monument.
